Introduction to Progression 

The main aims of Strand 2 are to: 

 

Improve the attainment and progress of pupils with SEND. 

 

Network and identify best practice in the development of data to 

track progress, set ambitious targets and evaluate the attainment 

and progress of pupils working well below national expectations. 

 

Develop a robust assessment and moderation framework, linked to 

the QCDA  materials, for pupils working at the lower national               

curriculum and P levels. 

 

Raise expectations about increased alignment of  SEN/LDD support 

services with LA School Improvement Services in the context of        

locality delivery. 

 

The key parts to Strand 2 are: 

  

1. The dissemination and application of a range of resources focussing 

on narrowing the gaps and evaluating progress.  

This focuses on consolidating and embedding the progression materials 

which have been developed to support a clear understanding of progress 

for pupils with SEN/LDD including those working below level 1 of the     

National Curriculum within English, Maths and Science. 

 

2. The dissemination and application of the SEN-AEN VfM Resource 

Pack.  

The resource pack is intended to support schools, through self-

evaluation, to use value for money principles in decision making about the 

use of resources and the impact of their SEN/AEN income and              

expenditure on outcomes for pupils. 

 



  

 

 

3. The dissemination of the key features of the Achievement for All       

project 

Achievement for All takes a whole school approach to school                         

improvement. It is focused on improving teaching and learning for all    

children and young people, particularly the 20% of the school population 

identified as having Special Educational Needs and disabilities (SEND)  

 

There are three main aims: 

 

Improving the aspirations, progress and achievement of all children 

and young people, through high expectations, effective use of             

assessment and focused  target setting. 

 

Improved engagement with parents of children and young people in 

supporting their childôs learning through target focused structured 

conversations. 

 

Improve the achievement, access and aspiration of children and 

young people and provide a wide range of learning opportunities in 

the classroom and beyond.

Why was it written? 
In the Children's Plan (DCSF, 2007) the Government made a 

commitment to provide better data for schools on how well      

children with SEN are progressing. OFSTED were also          

concerned that they and SIPs did not have robust data on 

which to challenge the progress of pupils with SEN. The basic 

aim is to raise the bar for all children and as such the materials 

are founded on the principle of inclusion. 

 

What is it? 
Guidance to support the development of a clear understanding 

of what constitutes good progress for pupils with SEN/LDD 

within English, Maths and Science where those pupils are 

working well below age related expectations including those 

working within P Levels. 

 

The guidance is based on three key principles: 

 

- High expectations are key to securing good progress. 

- Accurate assessment is essential to securing and measuring 

pupil progress. 

- Age and prior attainment are the starting points for              

developing expectations of pupil progress. 

 

Intended audience? 
The guidance will be useful to all who make judgements about 

the progress of learners who have Special Educational Needs, 

for example, head teachers, teachers, SENCOs, governors, LA 

colleagues, School Improvement partners, advisers and       

OFSTED.

The DCSF has             

committed £31 million to develop the pilot project to showcase 

how schools can work together with children and young people 

with SEND and their parents to ensure they achieve their full 

potential. 

 

What is it? 
Achievement for All is an exciting and pioneering pilot project 

that aims to improve the outcomes for children and young   

people with SEND. 

 

Achievement for All is based on the belief that teachers and 

school leaders can have a profound impact on all children and 

young people by developing their achievement, access and 

aspirations. 

 

This means having high expectations of what they can 

achieve, working in partnership with parents to set targets for 

their learning and track their progress, and increasing the 

range of learning opportunities available to them. 

 

There are three main strands to the project: 

1) Assessment, tracking and intervention. 

2) Structured conversation with parents. 

3) Provision for developing wider outcomes.
